                 It concerned a Prohibition Notice served on Mr. Burr and his appeal against it.

08/12/06   Lightwater Valley Attractions Ltd. was successfully prosecuted following an incident on 20th June

                 2001 when a 20 year old student was killed and three other riders injured after two cars collided on

                 the Treetop Twister Roller Coaster at the theme park in North Yorkshire. At Leeds Crown Court 

                 the firm were fined £35,000 with £40,000 costs. The Maintenance Electrician Eric Butters was

                 fined £2,500 with £500 costs and the French manufacturer Societe Reverchon Industries were

                 fined £120,000 with £55,000 costs.

14/12/06   HSE successfully prosecuted Rosekey Ltd. (trading as Atwal Builders) and their Director Mr.

                 Kashmir Singh Atwal of Bexleyheath, Kent following the collapse of a Bookshop and Flats above

                 it as Rosekey were building a New Shop and flats next door on 10th December 2004 and excavated 

                 so as to undermine the foundations of the existing shop and flats. At Croydon Crown Court on the

                 8th December 2006 Rosekey was fined £90,000 as was also Mr. KS Atwal with costs of £14,444,

                 and interim compensation awards of £3,000 were awarded to the three displaced residents.

11/01/07  The HSE, Environment Agency, Scottish Environment Protection Agency and Office for

                 Civil Nuclear Security has published new guidance on the arrangements that have been developed 

                 to assess generic designs for any new Nuclear Power Stations which may be built in the UK.
