                Reprocessing Plant). Date to be decided by British Nuclear Group Sellafield Ltd.

                Working at heights and use of chain saws are key safety requirements.

19/01/07  HSE prohibits operation of Tower Cranes from Falcon Crane Hire Ltd which have not  been

07/03/07  HSE successfully prosecuted SFJ Ltd. of Bangor following an accident to an employee when 

                he was unloading from a cement mixer. An excavator being used to lift the mixer off a trailer
                also lifted the employee into the air and he fell sustaining injuries leading to paralysis.  The 

                firm were fined £15,000 with £7,500 costs at Caernarfon Crown Court.(Incident Feb. 2005)

16/03/07  HSE issues two Crown Censors to the Ministry of Defence following fatalities in the 

                workplace.  On 22nd May 2003 a Corporal was crushed between two armoured personnel 

                carriers. On 1st May 2004 a Lance Bombardier was crushed between a Multiple Launch Rocket
                System vehicle and a large lift truck.  HSE cannot take criminal action against the Crown.

20/03/07  HSE gave its strong support for Worker Involvement for the health and safety system at their 

                Public Meeting in March.
